Starting with just a handful of members, our team has grown to nearly 100 members. We are a team comprised of UCLA students, alumni, and staff as well as Los Angeles community members.  Our team boasts USAT All-Americans, Team USA members, USAT Elites, great students, and great people.  We compete in the West Coast Collegiate Triathlon Conference (WCCTC), which includes schools across California. In the last three years, we have achieved outstanding results at USAT Collegiate Nationals, including:   Women’s 5th place overall in 2009, Men’s 5th and 4th place finishes in 2010 and 2011, respectively, and the Men’s Undergraduate National Champion in 2011.
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2012 Racing Season
Our main racing season spans February to April, with the WCCTC Championship and USAT SW Regional Championship on March 24th in Lake Lopez, California and the USAT Collegiate National Championship on April 21st in Tuscaloosa, Alabama.

When developing a detailed program for a team of over 100 athletes, it is important to realize that nobody is the same. Nobody is built the same, nobody moves the same, and nobody heals the same.”   Everyone also comes to the sport with varying degrees of athletic proficiency.  Some are swimmers, some are runners, some are cyclists and some just want to get healthier.  O’Bryan meets each triathlete where they are to help them achieve their goals.  “When I look back at this year, I will measure my success by how many of our triathletes achieved their individual goals as much as I will look at our conference and national standings,” said O’Bryan.
